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VESTRY VIEWS

As part of my stewardship journey, [ have been blessed with the
opportunity to attend several of The Episcopal Network for Stewardship
(TENS) annual conferences. As a result, I believe in the importance
offering an option of electronic giving, and over the past few years have
been a strong advocate for pursuing options at Epiphany.

Technological advancements have changed our society:

e Today many people conduct many or most of their transactions
electronically. This is true for myself and I know even more for those in
the younger generations. In general, we carry very little cash. We use our
debit or credit cards for most retail transactions and very seldom write a
check. Our “smart phone” is seldom actually used as a phone. We use them
to view and respond to emails, text to family and friends, check and post to
Social Media. Our computers, laptops, tablets or phones are used to order
items on line, pay are bills, and keep our calendars.

e  Our society is moving faster, and we are looking for convenience. We
want to be able to schedule our transactions at any time during the week
from anywhere we are on our computers, tablets or phones. Electronic
giving allows us to fulfil our financial commitment to the church
conveniently even if we miss a service, don’t have cash or forget our
checkbook.

e There are concerns, from mainly the older generations, that electronic
giving does not allow for our gifts to be presented and blessed at the altar
and the meaning of the gift is diminished. Although I understand their
concern, for me I feel that when Mike and I schedule our donation to be
automatically debited from our account each week, we are giving to God
first before all else. When we were writing checks, there were weeks when
an unexpected bill came in and we would not write the check to the church
and then work to make it up throughout the year.

There are per
transaction fees of 2.75% of the donation + $.30. There is an option that allows the donor to add
the fee to the donation so the church does not incur a fee.

You can enroll or set up a donation by downloading the app on your
tablet or Smart Phone, or by visiting our website http://epiphany-gatesny.org and clicking on the
online giving button.

Ash Wednesday is the start of our season of Lent, a time of prayer, self-examination, and repentance.

Journaling is often thought of being
mostly a written disciple, but allow yourself to be as creative as you need, perhaps using mixed media of
words and pictures or drawings.

"Lego Love"

In 2013, the people of the small and extremely
poor fishing village of Cartegena, in the state of
Guanacaste, Costa Rica, suffered a great loss -
their Cen-Cinai school/community center burned
down due to an electrical fire. This 4 room school
was built and maintained by the community, as
there is no government funding of schools in
Costa Rica, and they were too small to merit a
church-run school. There are 40 children of
school age in the village, for whom without
schooling there is no future.

In 2016 the Eco-outreach International group,
headed by Diane Digravio, a science teacher at

R.L. Thomas High School, brought enough
supplies, including a water filtration unit. two
microwave ovens, pots and pans and cooking
utensils, as well as cups, bowls, plates and eating
utensils, to get the old kitchen up and running
under a tin roof shelter. At that time a pledge was
made to rebuild the school.

To date enough money has been raised to secure
the necessary architectural drawings and begin
demolition of the old walls. Through Eco-
outreach International a civil engineer who is the
first cousin of Mario, Diane's partner in Costa
Rica, has agreed to oversee the demolition and
reconstruction at no charge. The men of the
village will build the school - what is needed now
is the money to buy the construction materials -
$18,000.00.

Good Shepherd started a "Lego Love" fundraiser,
where anyone can buy a Lego at $1 a piece, and
see if we can build an entire Lego School on a
small platform on the back table in the sanctuary.
Good Shepherd's Sunday School began in mid-
February, and Epiphany, Good Shepherd's sister
church, began shortly afterwards.

It is necessary to show parish support to win
grants from national groups, such as, the United
Thank Offering of the Episcopal Church. The
Episcopal Diocese of Costa Rica is going to help
raise the needed monies to rebuild as well.

CHANGES TO DEAF MINISTRY IN2017

Ephphatha program to be re-visioned while
deaf ministry continues

The Episcopal Diocese of Rochester will discern a
new direction for deaf ministry in 2017. As part
of this discernment, the Diocese will work with
those who have participated in Ephphatha
Mission for the Deaf and will also consider new
structures and methods for expanding the
church’s mission and ministry among
Rochester’s sizable population of deaf and
hearing-impaired people. For several decades,
Ephphatha has served as the Diocese’s primary
program of ministry and evangelism among the
deaf. Once a growing mission, Ephphatha’s
population of participants has shrunk to two. On
Dec. 12, the vestry and rector of Epiphany
Church in Gates, which has hosted Ephphatha for
four years, determined that the program would
leave Epiphany. In addition, the Rev. Suzanne
Johnston, who has served as deacon in the deaf
community at Ephphatha, is no longer engaged
in that role.

“Ephphatha used to be a thriving mission but is
no longer,” said the Rev. Canon Johnnie Ross,
Canon to the Ordinary. “When something is no
longer serving the Diocese, we're charged to
imagine something different.”

Bishop Singh emphasized that Ephphatha’s
members would continue to be a priority for
diocesan ministry. “During this period of
discernment, the Diocese will keep its
commitment to Walt and Mary, Ephphatha’s
members, to ensure they are ministered to and
continue to receive interpretation during church
services,” he said. “We are considering a plan
which would rotate them through a few parishes
each month, allowing them to explore which
parish might be a ‘best fit’ for them and giving
some of our churches the chance to discover the
gifts they bring. Canon Ross is facilitating this for
us.” In addition, plans are in place for the
continuation of deaf ministry at the RIT
Lutheran-Episcopal campus ministry.
