On Monday, April 17 the Diocese 
of Rochester hosted the Bishop 
from the Diocese of Atlanta for a 
conversation about leadership

leadership style have to teach

and two of our Vestry Members (Gladys and Kim), 
plus myself attended this 3 hour event. Bishop 
Robert Wright had many nuggets for all of us to 
both contemplate and to explore within our 
parishes.  

I would like to share with the parish the things I 
heard, and how I heard his words, and that which 
resonated with me. Please feel welcome to talk to 
the others who attended for their experience of 
the conversation too. Bishop Wright started with 
×ÈÁÔ ÈÅ ÃÁÌÌÅÄ ÈÉÓ ȰÆÒÁÍÉÎÇ ÉÄÅÁÓȟȱ ×ÈÉÃÈ ÁÒÅȡ 
There is an ineffable something (God) who invites 
us to unbundle and remix what it means to be 
human beings as we explore together and with 
society at large the question of the role of church 
in our lives and how do we respond to those who 
say the church has no role in our lives. 

Bishop Wright spoke about how much he loves 
the Episcopal Church, and in spite of our being 
bombarded with talk of decline in the Church 
where some got lost in despair, denial, and 
euphemisms to cope with the declining 
membership, we are instead to re-frame the 
conversation. He believes we are being invited by 
God to hope and dream in our present as we build 
our futures with God helping us to reawaken our 
curiosity, to hear a call to a new faithfulness of 
spiritual depth, we are being invited to 

experiment, to seek adaption, to remain always 
curious. 

Lay Parish Leadership and the Clergy are to 
model how Jesus helped people find agency, their

And then to replicate his work and share this good 
work with ot hers. That congregational vitality 
grow out from, sprouts out from growing 
disciples rooted in spirituality. Bishop Wright 
made 4 Points to this effect. 

Point 1: Mind the Gap. What are our aspirations 
and what is the current reality, and how to we 
bridge the gap from aspiration to reality. That it 
takes spiritual courage to look at things, at our 
systems; finding the kindness and courage to say 
where we need improving or change. That 
difficult conversations done with kindness and 
listening are healthy. Bishop Wright spoke of the 
difference between being curious and being 
defensive, and how the language we use to engage 
in hard conversations will likely lead to one or the 
other ways of engaging hard topics. 

Point 2: How do we make progress across the 
gap?

BIBLE STUDY OFFERING  

Exploring Connections through Art  

Painter and priest, Roger Hutchison had a dream 
which led him to paint a picture celebrating the 
life of Jesus. This led him to write and create his 
ÂÏÏË Ȱ*ÅÓÕÓȡ 'ÏÄ !ÍÏÎÇ 5Óȱ ×ÈÅÒÅ ÈÅ ÉÎÖÉÔÅÓ ÕÓ 
to join him on a personal and hope-filled journey; 
a journey in search of the sometimes pivotal, 
often ordinary, moments where one might 
glimpse Jesus' face or experience his presence 
firsthand. 
The painting is built around celebrating Jesus as 
an infant, child, and adult, and Hutchison 
highlights sixteen points from Jesus' life, through 
image and scripture, followed by the retelling of 
the Gospel in familiar terms, offering both "Then" 
and a "Now" reflections on Jesus' encounters with 
others. These reflections offer readers a glimpse 
of Jesus both in his own time and in our time. 
Questions are offered at the end of each chapter 
to invite us to reflect on where Jesus might be 
found in our daily encounters. 

If you are interested in this exploration, then 
please order the book before our first meeting, 
read the first 3 chapters , and then be ready to 
share your thoughts, ponderings, and reflections.
